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Supporting and Providing Hope for Children 
Siblings Sean and Skylar did not have a carefree 

start in life.  By the time they were 4 and 5, the 

child abuse hotline had received multiple calls 

reporting concerns about the siblings’ safety and 

wellbeing.  They had been left repeatedly in hotel 

rooms with “unsafe” people, and no one had 

looked into Sean’s delayed growth, or their 

severely neglected dental needs. Without parents 

who could properly care for them, Sean and 

Skylar were taken under court protection and 

placed in separate foster homes. Each time Sean 

visited Skylar, he begged to stay with her.  The 

separation was unbearable for them both. 

 

Things began to look up for Sean and Skylar 

when the judge on their case appointed Kristi as 

their CASA (Court Appointed Special Advocate).  

Kristi set about identifying the kids’ unaddressed 

needs, and taking steps to see that they were met.  

Her first goal was to reunite the brother and sister 

in the same home.  Because of Kristi’s advocacy, 

Sean was able to join Skylar’s foster family.   

 

Next, Kristi 

turned her 

attention toward 

Sean’s size; when 

she met him at 

age 4, he was 

wearing toddler 

size 2 clothes.  

Sean was soon 

diagnosed with a 

rare form of 

dwarfism, and 

began a complex 

course of 

treatment.  Kristi 

attended his 

doctor’s 

appointments, 

taking notes and researching medical 

terminology, and even helped to customize his 

brace with his favorite superhero: Spiderman. 

 

Finally, Kristi worked with the court to ensure 

Sean and Skylar found a permanent home with 

adoptive parents who could tend to Sean’s 

complex medical needs, while also helping the 

children to heal from the effects of years of 

trauma and neglect.  Because of Kristi’s diligent 

work as their CASA, today Sean and Skylar are 

settled in their new home and have the love and 

support they need to thrive.  

 

Each year in Multnomah, Washington, and 

Columbia counties, approximately 3300 kids like 

Sean and Skylar are removed from unsafe homes 

and placed in foster care.   They enter Oregon’s 

overburdened child welfare and judicial systems, 

where children of color, LGBTQ youth, and kids 

of other minority populations are 

disproportionately represented.  Every one of 

them is entitled by law to a CASA, but only about 

1/3 have a CASA looking out for them.   

 

During the time that these kids are under court 

protection, advocates like Kristi work to ensure 

that their medical, educational, social, and 

emotional needs don’t slip through the cracks.   

CASAs gather information to present to the judge 

on their case and work toward the ultimate goal 

of seeing that they are placed as quickly as 

possible in a safe, permanent, loving home. 

 

CASA for Children’s vision is to provide an 

advocate for each abused and neglected child 

who needs one.  Want to learn how you can help?

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From the Pastor 

During this pre-election time, we are bombarded by 

ads, by fliers, by opinions.   Some would say the 

church has no place in this conversation, but that is 

simply not true.  Religious organizations, including 

churches, cannot participate in partisan politics, 

recommend candidates or the like.  We are allowed to 

talk about the effects of measures, initiatives, tax 

bonds, etc. and recommend certain votes on those.  As 

people of faith, I think it is our responsibility to look 

at the effects of issues- who they will benefit and who 

will be hurt.  I believe we are compelled by faith to 

speak about those effects and give advice on how to 

respond with our ballots and our voices.  

  

I would like to briefly share with you values that 

Ainsworth United Church of Christ and our 

denomination The United Church of Christ share 

pertaining to measures we are asked to vote on: 

  

Please consider voting NO on Measure 103 which is a 

proposed constitutional amendment that is misleading 

and flawed.  We do NOT pay taxes on groceries and 

no one is threatening to end that.     

  

Please vote NO on Measure 104 which also is a 

proposed constitutional amendment that expands the 

“super majority” requirements to pass Oregon 

legislation.  It jeopardizes funding for schools, health 

care, affordable housing and gives more power to less 

people- those with special interests that do not benefit 

the whole. 

  

Please vote NO on Measure 105 which is to repeal 

Oregon’s status as a Sanctuary State.  This is in direct 

contradiction to who we as Ainsworth United Church 

of Christ are as an Immigrant Welcoming, New 

Sanctuary congregation.  This is not just, it is not safe 

and is not part of the values we hold as Oregonians 

and persons of faith. 

  

Please vote NO on 106 which would permanently 

restrict reproductive health care access.  This is a 

proposed constitutional amendment which takes away 

access to safe, legal abortions for public employees, 

and Medicaid recipients.  This hurts low income 

women and families and goes against our belief that 

women have the right to make decisions about their 

bodies and reproduction. 

  

And to not be about Nos only:  Please vote YES on 

Measure 102 that would make it easier to build 

affordable housing.  We, in Portland and surrounding 

area, know how critical this need is.  We need to 

remove the existing ban that limits the ability of local 

governments to work with business leaders and non-

profits to increase affordable housing options.  This is 

part of the ministry we need to be about- helping 

people get into homes.
